Shot Dead is a short video montage inspired by videos which are regularly posted on the website Youtube.com
by members of various youth gangs from Liverpool, UK. In these videos the main protagonists are usually boys,
some of them as young as 11, who are in front of the camera exhibiting dangerous weapons such as knives,
rifles, revolvers or even machine guns used by soldiers in Iraq; stealing and damaging cars (including police
cars); and setting various things on fire. These videos have only one purpose ¢ to frighten members of rival
gangs and to show off their power.



The most interesting aspect of these videos is probably the roughness and single violent purpose of them.
Although the authors mostly show absolute disinterest in the form and these videos serve mainly as a
primitive communication tool, the brutal consequences of such works turn these little homemade footage into
something very appealing, something that should perhaps deserve much more attention from the public than
it has been given thus far.

As with his gallery work, he continues to conceptually explore themes
of retro-futurism, apocalyptic titanism, communication and the nihilistic.

Many of the psycho acoustic soundscapes were initially constructed by Dehaney during 2003-2006 while
attending the Alberta College of Art + Design in Canada.
