An equation, a spring, a plinth, a photograph and fragments of watermelon form the
unlikely nucleus in this sculpture which teeters on the edge of chaos. There are distinct
relations between the various component parts: the black spring like a gest ural drawing
from a comic book and the charcoal equation which provide equally futile attempts to
explain the action that has take place, the plinth pretending to be floor, the photograph

and melon fragments only exacerbating the absence of the object, the hyper real
colours of the photograph itself emphasising the creation of a fiction. This work maybe
trying to talk about the fragments with which we piece together reality or, given the
phallic nature of the spring, it could be an example of how a load of wank gets onto a
plinth.

This video was the result of an investigation into an often forgotten chapter in the history of
technological hacking that predated the personal computer d phone hacking. In the
1950s, automated telephonic sw itchboard technology was gaining widespread use, and,

to cut corners, phone companies used the same channel to send signals (via tones) that
users would speak down. Hackers soon found that by playing tones of certain
frequencies down the line, they could h ack into the phone system and make free long
distance calls, set up chat -room-like conference calls between users, and even & as myth
has it d phone into the White House. When personal computers came onto the scene,
phone hackers (or 0 p h the aaklys @oneersv é@mhope hacking estill o
continued through to the 1990s when digital switching systems were gradually put into
place and hackers were no longer able to dial in to play with the phones. The last
analogue carrier system in the continental US was in Wawina, MN. Northern Telephone
Company had a customer base of around 30 or 40 homes total, and, in June 2006,
made the switch to digital because they could no longer handle the volume of phreaks
calling in to play with their phone lines. This piece reflects the immense sadness and
nostalgia felt for this particular technology, as captured in the voicemails left by phreaks
leading up to the switchover to digital. Additionally the piece revolves around my own
journey to Wawina and the realisation that all of those people from all over the world
were calling in to this beautiful, remote, tiny township.

It turns out that the way we have been calculating the future impacts of climate change
up to now has been missing a really important piece of the picture. It seems we are now
dangerou sly close to the tipping point in the world's climate system; this is the point of no
return, after which truly catastrophic changes become inevitable.

This film is a seriously old school direct transmission of information to the viewer, which
constructs individual audience members in the Enlightenment model & as rational beings.

Sadly post-modern understanding of human behaviour shows that we are far less rational
than we thought. Somewhat embarrassingly, it turns out that our behaviours and beliefs
are actually determined by complex, invisible currents that flow beneath the surface of
consciousness. These strongly influence us in ways that can result in behaviours which
lead us in the exact opposite direction than would arise from a rational pursuit of ou  r own
best interests.

This is the premise of the multibillion dollar advertising industry o to pull the subconscious
levers that work our controls in order to persuade us to buy things that we do not need.
Why not try to be rational for once, rather than the puppet of your unconscious fears and
desires?
